ACTIVITY:  U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, New Orleans District (USAED-NO)

MAIN OFFICE LOCATION:  New Orleans, LA

MISSION:  With a presence in New Orleans since 1818, the New Orleans District of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is principally involved in planning, designing, constructing, operating and maintaining navigation, flood control, hurricane protection and water resources development projects in 30,000 square miles of south central and coastal Louisiana.  The district's jurisdiction includes over 2,800 miles of navigable waterways, over 950 miles of levees and floodwalls, 12 navigation locks, six major flood control structures, one freshwater diversion structure, and other projects to protect and enhance the coastal and inland wetlands of Louisiana.  The district also regulates dredge and fill activities in more than seven million acres of coastal wetlands, provides real estate support for the military and Department of Energy, and acts as consulting engineer and construction agent for the Environmental Protection Agency and Department of Defense in hazardous and toxic waste cleanup programs.  New Orleans District employs 1,400 people and administers an annual budget of more than $300 million.

By Computer:  Actual recruitment for positions in the New Orleans District is handled by the Department of Army's Southwest Civilian Personnel Operations Center (SW-CPOC) in Ft. Riley, Kansas.  All permanent and temporary vacant positions that are open to members of the general public or to certain current and former Federal employees are advertised on vacancy announcements that may be viewed through the "Employment Information" section of the SW-CPOC's web page. The address is www.cpol.army.mil/swr.  Also, those announcements open to the general public are listed in the U.S. Office of Personnel Management's job information web page at www.usajobs.opm.gov.  Be sure to check the "Area of Consideration" section of the vacancy announcement.  It's useless to apply for a vacancy announcement if you are not within the category of individuals described in this section.  Also, make sure you carefully review and follow the "How to Apply" section of the announcement and submit all required information.
