The cost estimate for the demolition of structures and facilities has been prepared with the assumption that noise and ground vibration must be kept to a minimum during the work.  There is approximately 1.1 million cubic feet of concrete to be broken and hauled away from the three areas of building demolition.  The unit cost of $1.98 was used to cover the demolition of a cubic foot of concrete because the method included the use of only a chipping hammer on a track hoe.  During calls to a local demolition contractor, Hamp’s Enterprises, the estimator/project manager stated that the cost for demolition of a 1 foot thick concrete slab could be as low as $1 per square foot if the demolition could be accomplished using a crane and a wrecking ball.

To minimize the impact to the neighborhood, the concrete demolition will be performed with the hydraulic chipping hammers at an additional cost of approximately 1 million dollars.
