During the process of creating the cost estimate, Mariano and I found that there were no apparent listings in the unit cost book provided by the Corps that included barge rental rates.  

In order to find costs for barges and tug/tow boats, I contacted Mr. John Graham, president of McDonough Marine.

To transport debris or steel from the sites along the canal, a hopper or gondola barge would be advisable.  The capacity of these barges should be approximately 1500 short tons.

To transport concrete and riprap materials from the affected sites, a barge with a deck is customarily used.  The capacity of these barges should be approximately 1200 short tons.

The barges are typically available for $7500 / month rental.  Tug / tow boats to move these barges are typically available at an hourly rate of $175 - $215.
