The response to our 65% submittal includes a statement that questions whether the railroad owner (New Orleans Public Belt) or the contractor will be responsible to remove the rails, ties and ballast located on the project ROW.  To dig a little deeper into this matter, I contacted the general manager’s office at the NOPB to get some of the Public Belt’s thoughts.

I have spoken to Tony Marinello in the engineering office of the Public Belt about the removal of the track and rails.  He stated that the NOPB would not remove the rails that need to be removed for the lock replacement project.  He did state that since the rails did belong to them, he believes that the NOPB deserves some compensation for the salvage value (approximately $100/ton) of the rail to be removed.
