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Corps prepares for storm conditions 
Severe weather warnings issued by National Weather Service for Wednesday 
 
NEW ORLEANS, La. — The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is prepared for the 
severe weather and accompanying high tides predicted by the National Weather 
Service for tomorrow. 
 
Corps teams will be ready to close Company and Harvey canals if water levels 
reach 2.3 and 2 feet, respectively, and rising. Closing the gates would be a 
precautionary measure to ensure the safety of the surrounding areas by 
preventing tidal waters from entering the protected portions of the canals. 
 
Teams will also mobilize to the Corps hurricane protection structures at 
Orleans Ave., London Ave. and 17th St. outfall canals at 7 a.m., and will take 
this opportunity to test the pumps with the gates open during the daylight 
hours for as long as the conditions allow. 
 
With the gates in raised position, there is no effect on local drainage. 
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
