GRAND ISLE REEVALUATION STUDY

GRAND ISLE, JEFFERSON PARISH, LOUISIANA

FACT SHEET

LOCATION:  Grand Isle is located on the Gulf coast of southern Jefferson Parish.  It is about 50 miles south of New Orleans and 45 miles northwest of the mouth of the Mississippi River.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  The reevaluation study is investigating alternatives that would provide flood, hurricane and shore protection for the north side of Grand Isle and vicinity.  The purpose of this study is to evaluate and determine the feasibility of constructing either 18 segmented or 23 staggered breakwaters along the northern part of Grand Isle.  The structures would protect the shoreline from wave erosion.  The proposed breakwaters would protect approximately 125 acres of marshland and other structures within the area from continuous erosion; however, the breakwaters will not prevent erosion from subsidence.  The plan for the 18 segmented breakwaters will follow the same footprint as the plan for the 23 staggered breakwaters.
