CHARACTER OF WORK: Dredge approximately 84,364 cubic yards of native material and install
and maintain structures to serve the SL 20984 Well #001, near Barataria, Louisiana. Approximately 18.9
acres of non-vegetated water bottoms would be temporarlly impacted. No compensatory mitigation has
been proposed. '

the applicant's name and the WQC Application number and be mailed to the Louisiana Department of
Environmental Quality at the address above. Individuals or partles may request an extension of time in
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which to comment on the proposed Work by wrltmg to the project manager or clicking on the project
manager’s name on the public notice grid on the: ‘w b pa‘ge 'Y Any request must be specific and
substantively supportive of the requested extensmn" and'received by this office prior to the end of the
initial comment period. The Section Chief will review the request and the requestor will be promptly
notified of the decision to grant or deny the request.

Corps of Engineers Permit Criteria

detriments. All factors which may be relevant to the proposal will be considered including the cumulative
effects thereof; among those are conservation, economics, aesthetics, general environmental concerns,
wetlands, historic properties, fish and wildlife values, flood hazards, floodplain values, land use,
navigation, shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water supply and conservation, water quality,
energy needs, safety, food and fiber productlon mmeral needs, cons1derat10ns of property ownership and,
in general, the needs and welfare of the people ' y

The U.S. Army Corps of Englneers is «sohcltmg comments from the public, federal, state, and local
agencies and officials, Indian Tribes, and other interested parties in order to consider and evaluate the
impacts of this proposed activity.

If the proposed work involves deposits of dfedged o fill material into navigable waters, the
evaluation of the probable impacts will include the'application of guidelines established by the
Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency. Also, a certification that the proposed activity
will not violate water quality standards will be required from the Department of Environmental Quality,
Water Quality Certifications, before a permit is issued.

Any person may request, in writing, within f[he-‘gornr'npnt period specified in this notice, that a public
hearing be held to consider this application. Requests for 'pyfblic hearings shall state, with particularity,
the reasons for holding a public hearing. ‘ ol

The applicant has certified that the proposed activity described in the application complies with
and will be conducted in a manner that is consistent with the:Louisiana Coastal Resources Program. The
Department of the Army permit will not be issued unless the applicant received approval or a waiver of
the Coastal Use Permit by the Department of Natural Resources.
