Interested parties are hereby notified that apennit application has been received by the New Orleans District of the 
U.S. Anny Corps ofEI}g,ineers pursuant to: [Xl Section ro ofthe Rivers and Harbors Act ofMarch 3, 1899 (30 Stat. 1151; 
33 USC 403); and/or [xJ Section 404 of the Crean Water Act (86 Stat. 816; 33 USC 1344). 

Application has also been made to the Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality, Office of Environmental 
Services, for a Water Quality Certification (WQC) in accordance with statutory authority contained in LRS 30:2074 A(3) 
and provisions of SectIOn 401 of the Clean Water Act." 

RETAININO WALL IN LAKE CHARLES 

Name of applicant: Roy M. Raftery, Jr., c/o Eric Conner, 3200 Vincent Road, Lake Charles, Louisiana 70605 

Location of work: 3204 Henderson Bayou Road, in Lake Charles, Louisiana, in CALCASIEU Parish, as shown on the
enclosed drawmgs. 

Character of work: Construct and maintain a 145-linear foot retaining wall and place approximately 745 cubic yards of 
rock and earthen matenal as fill behind the retaining wall, all to reclaim_property lost due to erosion. Tile described work is 
to be conducted within an area 90 feet long located approximately paralfel to the mean low water shoreline, the outer edge
to extend 35 feet lakeward, therefrom. 

The comment period for the Department of the Anny Pennit and the Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality 
WOC will close 20 days from the date of this joint public notice. Written comments, including suggestions for
moaifications or objectIons to the proposed work, stating reasons thereof, are being solicited from anyone having interest in
this pennit and/or this WQC re~uest and must be maileaso as to be received before or by the last day of the comment 
period. Letters concerning the Corps of Engineers pennit application must reference the alJplicant's name and the Pennit 
Allplication Number, and be mailed to the Corps of Engineers at the address above, ATTENTION: REGULATORY 
BRANCH. Individuals or parties may request an extension of time in which to comment on tfie proposed work by 
wntmg to the proiect manager or cliCKing on the project manager's name on the public notice grid on the web page. 
Any request must-be specific and substanlively supportive of tile requested extension and received by this office 
prior to the end of the initial comment period. The Section Chief will review the request and the requestor will be 
»romptly' notified of the decision to grant or deny the request. Ifgranted the time extension will be continuous to 
the imtial comment period and, inclusive of the initial comment period, will not exceed a total of 30 calendar days.
Letters concerning the Water Ouality Certification must reference the afIllicant's name and the WQC Application number
and be mailed to the Louisianal)epartInent of Environmental Quality a the address above. 

The application for this proposed project is on file with the Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality and may 
be examined weekdays between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Copies may be obtained upon payment of costs of reproduction. 

Corps of Engineers Pennit Criteria 

The decision whether to issue a pennit will be based on an evaluation of the probable impacts, including cumulative 
impacts of the proposed activity on die public interest. That decision will reflect the national concern for both protection and 
utilization of imf0rtant resources. The benefit which reasonably may be expected to accrue from the proposal must be
balanced agains its reasonably foreseeable detriments. All factors which may be relevant to the proposal will be considered 
including tIie cumulative effects thereof; amonKthose are conservation economics, aesthetics, general environmental
concerns, wetlands, historic properties, fish ana wildlife values, flood hazards, floodplain values, land use). navigation,
shoreline erosion and accretion, recreation, water supply and conservation, water quality, energy needs, saIety, tood and
fiber production, mineral needs, considerations of property ownership and, in general, the needs and welfare of the people. 

The U.S. Anny Corps of Engineers is soliciting comments from the p'ublic, Federa~ state, and local agencies and
officials, Indian Trioes, and other mterested parties in order to consider ana evaluate the lIDpacts of this proposed activity. 
Any comments received will be considered oy the U.S. Anny Cows of Engineers to detennme whether to make, modify, 
condition, or deny a permit for this proposal. To make this decision comments are used to assess impacts on endangered
species, historic properties, water quahty, general environmental effects, and other public interest factors listed above. 



Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant 
to the National Environmenta Policy Act. Comments are also 
used to determine the need for a puolic hearing and to determine the overall public interest of the proposed activity. 

No properties listed on the National Register of Historic Places are near the proposed work. The possibility exists
that the proposed work may dama,ge or destroy p'resently unknown archeological.. ~cientific, prehistorical

historical sites, or 

data. Copies of this notice are bemg sent to die State Archeologist and the Slate ttistoric Preservation Omcer. 

Our initial fmding is that the proposed work would neither affect any species listed as endangered by the U.S.
Departments of Ipterior or Commerce, nor affect any habitat designated as critical to the survival and recovery of any
endangered species. 

This notice initiates the Essential Fish Habitat (EFH) consultation requirements of the MagJ}uson-Stevens Fishery 
Conservation and Management Act. The applicant's proposal would result in the destruction or alteration of 0.0 acre(s) of 
EFH utilized by variouslife stages of red drum andpenaeid shrimp. Our initial determination is that the proposeo action
would not have a substantial adverse impact on EFH or federally managed fisheries in the Gulf ofMexico. Our fmal 
determination relative to project impacts and the need for mitigation measures is subject to review by and coordination with
the National Marine Fisheries Service. 

If the proposed work involves deposits of dredged or fill material into navigable waters, the evaluation of the probable 
impacts wi! include the application of guidelines established by the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency.
Also, a certification that flie rroposed activity will not violate apJ'licable water quality standards will be required from the

Department of Environmenta Quality, Office of Environmental Services before a permit is issued. 

Any p'erson may request, in writing, within the comment period specified in this notice, that a public hearing be held to
consjder tliis application. Requests for public hearings shall state, willi particularity, the reasons for holding a pUblic
hearmg. 

Yqu are re.quested to communicate the information contained in this notice to any other parties whom you deem likely
to have mterest m the matter.
